Governor Wolf has announced Schuylkill County’s move to the “Green” 
phase of reopening from pandemic restrictions as of Friday, June 19th.    
This will provide some welcome, but not total, relaxation of restrictions

towards a return to normal. Primarily this means mandatory masks usage 
when interacting with staff in the office area. 

• Sign-in procedures will return to what was in effect prior to the     shut-
down. 

• Guest Riding is reinstated. There is a new form with integrated waivers, 
which should be downloaded from the web site 
and completed fully prior to arrival. 

• Food preparation is still suspended. 4th of 
July food prep will be restored.  

• Secondary Gates Access will NOT be   re-
stored.
