TIP OF THE DAY

Did you know that tea bags
can help relieve bug bites
and stings? Just place a
wet tea bag on the affected
area and the tannins from
the tea will lessen the pain
and reduce inflammation.
Place the wet tea bag in the
refrigerator for at least

5 minutes first for an

even better cooling
sensation.

Riders should pay attention to some basic safety prm'clples when riding in dusty

conditions.

Just like driving your car in the fog, you can’t aggume the path is clear if you can'’t see it.
Leave enough room between you and the rider in front of you to allow the dust to settle or
clear so you can see the trail and obstacles. Even if you've ridden the trail a hundred
times, you're riding blind - and thatis an acmdent waltlng ‘to happen.

Turn on your lights if you have them. iﬁeadhghts are seen qmcker than dust covered riders

in a dust cloud. It will give an oncoming;ri

ider forewarnlhg ‘there’s a machine ahead. Al-

ways carry a cell phone— having a phofi&\may npt help you see through the dust but you
can get help quickly if you or someone ellspc :
